G Once the splashback as been secured to the wall, remove the packing
" shims.
Seal the edges of the splash back with a bead of silicone sealant
no more than 2.5 mm in thickness, making sure not to get any
sealent on the front or the back of the panel.

o Once the sealant has cured clean the splashback with
a soft damp cloth.

the splashback, then place the splashback onto the
packing shims and offer up the splashback up to the wall
and align with the pre drilled fixing holes then fix

using the 8 x 25 mm mirror screws. Finally screw the
domed screw caps into the heads of the mirror screws.
